To be
considered for this award, the student must have demonstrated his or her abilities as a performer
and must have shown a sustained interest in music-related activities. Also, the student must
major or minor in music.

1. an essay you have written outlining your qualifications. This essay should
include your past accomplishments in music, future plans, academic
achievements, and any other information that you feel is appropriate.

2. a letter of recommendation from a music professional.

3. a letter of recommendation from your high school principal

4. copies of your high school transcripts.

At the end of each academic year,
beginning with the completion of the freshman year, the recipient is expected to furnish the
Peninsula Music Festival with a brief progress report and proof of registration for the following
academic year with a major or minor in music.
